Code Violations at El Paseo de Saratoga

On November 20, 2007, the City of San Jose
issued a compliance order to El Paseo de
Saratoga due to continued violations of city code
that makes it illegal to make noise between the
hours of midnight and 6:00am. The order states
that any further violations will result in the mall
owners being called before a hearing board and
fined up to $2500 a day. Despite the order, there
have been two documented incidents where San
Jose Police were called to resolve the noise
disturbances. While these incidents are moving
though the city bureaucracy, we have been
asked to be vigilant and call 311 to request the
police to come out to cite and report the noise
makers. Please be sure to get a report number
and let Pirouz Maghsoudnia, who lives on
Elmwood Drive (pirouz@bakerwest.org or 650-
868-9232), know about the incident for follow up
with Code Enforcement. The city has also told El
Paseo de Saratoga to fix the catch basins and
vaults that make a loud noise as cars drive over
them. As neighbors, we need to work together
to resolve these issues.
