AMC Extended Hours   by Marijke Annis  
 

As many of you know, AMC Theaters has filed a permit 

with the City of San Jose to extend their operating hours 

until 3:30 AM on weekends and frequent Thursdays and 

until 1:00 AM Sunday through Wednesday. Despite the 

overwhelming opposition expressed during the community 

meeting in October, AMC is still moving forward with 

their permit request for extended operating hours. 
 

So, what will happen next with AMCõs permit to extend 

their hours and what can we, as a community, do about 

it?  First, the city-planning department writes a report on 

the AMC permit.  Baker West submitted a letter opposing 

the permit to the planning department that will be in-

cluded in this report.   Then, during a public meeting ten-

tatively set for 6:30 PM on December 9th, the Planning 

Commission will hear AMCõs case, listen to any public 

comments about the permit and then decide whether or not 

to approve AMCõs permit for extended operating hours. 
 

Clearly, any extension of AMCõs operating hours is not in 

the best interest of our neighborhood.  In fact, these hours 

threaten the safe, quiet, family-friendly atmosphere of 

one of the best neighborhoods that San Jose has to offer.  

Letõs remember neighbors, this is our community and we 

do have a say in what happens here!  There are several im-

portant ways that we as residents can fight the extension 

of AMCõs operating hours: 
 

Attend the San Jose Planning Commission meeting 

(the more residents who attend the better, so stay tuned for 

information on the date and on carpooling to the meeting) 

Represent Baker West as a Speaker at the Planning 

Commission meeting 

Call or write a letter to Pete Constant, our city council-

man, opposing the extended hours at the AMC Theater 

Encourage your neighbors to get involved as well!
